“Socks for Kids” to mesh with West Linn’s “Shoes…” and a 

project supplying 100 “Coats for Kids”.  

As previously stated, the Sherwood Lions Club is ready to 

start energetic membership strengthening and getting 

more involved in their community. The Tualatin Lions are 

conducting a food and supply drive for the Tualatin 

School-House Pantry, hosting the MHSU at the MITCH 

Charter School, the annual Christmas with an assisted-

living facility and prepping for MHSU vision and hearing 

tests at all Tualatin grade schools in January.

Some of the members attended the 

International Convention in Seattle and also the USA/CANADA LIONS LEADERSHIP

We learned a great deal about the club, where and when they meet, 

number of members, etc .•Sandy gave them a great deal of information re club activities, 

district and international conventions, filing reports and said that if they have any 

questions or problems please contact her and she would furnish them with the help they 

needed. She also gave the president's son a Lions Club application. He assured her that 

he would fill it out and become a member of the Metro Club.

As a follow up on the recertifying of Guiding Lions every three years, I talked to Debra 

Richey who is in charge of this program at International and asked her to forward me 

several kits relative to the revamped Guiding Lion Program and also discussed the ways 

to recertify Guiding Lions whose certification had expired.

MD 36-O LCIF Coordinator Report 

The Lions Clubs International Foundation (LCIF) is the official charitable arm of Lions 

Clubs International. Every dollar that you donate to LCIF goes directly towards a grant. 

All administrative costs to run the program are paid for by the interest earned on the 

donated money, so every penny you give goes to directly to help someone in need. 

Change to the Melvin Jones Fellow Program 

Following the recent Board meeting in Hong Kong, LCIF has made an important 

announcement regarding the Melvin Jones Fellow (MJF) program. 

The MJF program has been expanded to include donations to five special program 

areas. Donors will now be able to receive MJF and PMJF credit when directing their 

support to: 

 Disaster 

 Humanitarian Needs (includes donations to the Measles Initiative) 

 Sight 

 Youth 

 Area of Greatest Need 

Restrictions beyond these five special areas will be honored by LCIF, but will not be 

eligible for MJF or PMJF credit. For example, a donation that is restricted to a specific 

disaster, such as an earthquake or tornado in a particular region, will not be eligible for 

credit toward an MJF or PMJF. 

The MFJ program was established by LCIF in 1971 to recognize unrestricted donations 

of $1,000. Today, more than 75% of the funding received by the foundation annually is 

given through the MJF program. By expanding the recognition program, LCIF is able to 

recognize more individuals while continuing to support its many programs. The 

expanded program will also offer additional benefits, including: 

 Donors will now have the opportunity to direct support to a desired special area 

 LCIF will be able to immediately provide funds for large-scale disaster relief, 

rather than collecting and distributing funds over a period of weeks or months 

Funding directed to “Area of Greatest Need” provides LCIF with the ability to financially 



support any program within the four general areas. Donors are encouraged to consider 

this opportunity when making a gift. 

Measles Initiative 

Lions have long been advocates for child and improving health. Help us continue this 

commitment.
